GENERAL JOB DESCRIPTION

The Patron Services Associate serves as the primary point of contact for library patrons and is
expected to deliver outstanding customer service while fulfilling a wide range of responsibilities.
This role involves actively assisting patrons in locating library materials, responding to research
inquiries, providing technology support, recommending content, and guiding patrons in the use of
various library services.

In addition, the Patron Services Associate is responsible for performing all circulation-related tasks,
including checking materials in and out, paging, managing courier services, and shelving library
items.

All library employees are expected to uphold a high standard of customer service with both internal
and external stakeholders, fostering effective working relationships and contributing to a
collaborative team environment.

ESSENTIAL DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

e Proficiently handles all circulation duties, including library opening and closing procedures,
use of all patron and circulation forms, collecting patron fines, patron registration, issuing
library cards, and shelving library materials

e Proactively seeks to assist patrons with finding items

e Provides accurate informational and directional assistance to patrons

e Assists patrons with catalog inquiries

e Assists patrons with computers and other technologies as needed.

e Demonstrates effective customer service skills

e Demonstrates an understanding of public library operations

e Demonstrates tact and professionalism in all patron communications.

e Demonstrates a professional, positive, cooperative, team-oriented working relationship
with other staff and volunteers

e Performs collection maintenance duties, including book cleaning and dusting shelves

e Providesreference and readers advisory services to patrons of all ages

e Recommends changes to policies and procedures for improved library services

e Enforces Library rules and regulations
